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Riding Time 

 

It is the general practice of Student Transportation Services to provide a Bus Stop as a 

‘first-on, first-off’ service wherever reasonably possible. 

 

• Other than in exceptional circumstances, students in Elementary School will not ride 

more than 60 minutes on the bus, one way, each day. 

 

• Other than in exceptional circumstances, students in Secondary School will not ride 

more than 75 minutes on the bus, one way, each day. 

 

• Every effort is made to design efficient Special Needs routes. Special Needs buses 

typically have to travel over a much larger area to collect fewer students. As a result, 

students on Special Needs buses may be required to have a longer than normal ride 

time. 

 

Exceptional circumstances may include schools with extended boundaries, French 

Immersion / Extended French, Special Needs, etc. 
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
